PATRINIA SCABIOSIFOLIA ‘NAGOYA’—A

                       Valerianaceae
A genus of about 15 perennial species recently introduced to North America by way of Central and Eastern Asia. Unlike its taller (5-6ft) cousins, P. scabiosifolia ‘Naguya’ at 36in is well bred for smaller gardens, (no doubt an advantage of its Japanese upbringing), though, except for its tiny yellow flowers, would never be considered petite. The flowers grow in large sprays of 2 in clusters from branching stems that reach high above the deep green, coarse foliage. In late fall the leaves turn a reddish hue. Patrinia peaked our interest due to a winning combination of factors—namely, easy culture, excellent companion potential with almost everything, a blooming cycle of up to 6 weeks, and they are long-lasting as cut flowers.  Grow in full sun (partial shade required in humid areas of the South and West), in loamy humus soil. Propagation is by seed or division after blooming.

Steve Fabrikant: Ease and Luxe in Abundance

NEW YORK—If Fall 1996 is anything like fall/ winter of 1995-96, we'll all be cuddled up, warm and cozy, the soundtrack, or perhaps a video of Il Postino airing, wrapped in the luxury of Steve Fabrikant knitwear. Fabrikant has constructed a warm collection in all respects: Oversized cowl neck tunics, extra-length jackets, tie-front cardigans and easy wraps—jackets, coats, dresses, the works. New this season is a pocketed trouser, perfect for lounging a cool day away.

Simplicity in form is matched with detail in design and texture. Fall 1996, Fabrikant does it best with animal prints: A simple T-shirt chemise is done up in animal print comprised of three colored yarns, one a copper-y, metallic one. Worn solo or with a one-button nubby jacket, these pieces typify the new ease that is Steve Fabrikant Then too, there’s animal of a more sophisticated, stature: the Black, shaped dress with modified Mandarin collar and cuffs in leopard.
Not that structure is absent from the collection. The line is a study in contrasts. Abundant ease and Fabrikant's spit and polished suits: Cadet-like, Chesterfield tweeds in Loden or Claret with velvet collar and pocket trims; or try a slim, 5-button double-collared short crop jacket with a nipped-in waist atop a short, slim skirt. Delicately scaled argyle patterns in Beige and Black with shards of Gold Lurex breathe fashion into a grouping of suits, dresses and cardigans in time for late Fall. Unabashed, overscale argyles in Brick and Charcoal Tweed spark a sense of "relaxed" into separates.

Steve has taken his playful eye to new heights—optic prints turn into muted Charcoal, and calming Camel; “pony” makes an appearance on a peplum of a suit jacket; leather appliqués and gold buckles detail the best swing dress of the decade.  “Gift box” buttons, replete with rhinestone bows come in all sizes, sometimes all of the packages buttoning straight down a jacket front; or Steve’s other holiday baubles—candy canes, evergreens, wreaths—bedeck the bodice fronts of red, red (or subtler black) pieces.  

Tweeds this season are close-valued—Chocolate with Black, Claret with Black, or Loden with Black—or extra-grainy, nubby tweeds with a sporty hand.  The nubby tweeds mix and match with Charcoal and Camel. A new Brick color, strong and striking, plays off well against Charcoal.  Steve’s Chocolate is so good you’ll want to take it home and eat it. It’s a season to think separates and extra pieces; there’s so much to choose from. 

Black predominates the palette. Solids and details too: supple Black leather heart buttons (and collars and pockets) with white top-stitching for a fresh handle; Black satin lapels and cuffs or Black satin and pearls for beaucoup luxe. Speaking of luxe, Steve Fabrikant’s terrific evening wear warrants a close look this season—for example: the flirt suit trimmed with Ottoman sparkle defines anew the meaning of knockout.
